This ensures correct property identification for emergency services, postal carriers, and
deliveries/service calls. To maximize visibility, house numbers should not be smaller than 3% inches, and
should be a color that is in contrast to the background where it is posted.

will be held on Monday, September 24 at 6:30 p.nn the City Council Chamber. The purpose of this meeting
is to gather input on environmental impacts to study during the review of the project.

The project consists of approximately 6.7 acres in Claremont and 3 acres in Upland and will include a City
gateway, park and open space, neighborhood-serving retail, and residential attached and detached housing.
This master planned community would contain approximately 27 single-family homes, 68 townhomes, and
5,000 square feet of retail with ten flats above the retail.

Street Closure-Colby Circle

On Monday, September 10, the east/west portion of Colby Circle will
be closed just west of Indian Hill Boulevard up to where the roadway
curves south. This is the portion of the road north of Candlelight Sotbyirde Viala
Pavilion. The closure is due to seismic testing in the parking areas to
the north and south of the street and will be in effect from 6:00 a.m.

First Street Closure (Westbouneé)SCE Upgrades

On Monday, September 10, Southern California Edison will be completing the asphalt repairs associated with
the service upgrades on First Street, between Harvard Avenue and College Avenue. This work will take place
from 7:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. During this time, First Street will be closed to westbound traffic between College
Avenue and Harvard Avenue. This work is expected to take one day to complete. Commuters attempting to
access Indian Hill Boulevard will be detoured to Arrow Highway and local traffic will be redirected to Second
Street. All businesses affected by the work will be contacted directly by Southern California Edison

During these closures, drivers and pedestrians are directed to follow the appropriate construction signs and
remember to share the road with bicyclists.
